• Correct footwear for your lessons (football boots or trainers). These can be any colour.  

• All jewellery needs to be removed and long hair tied back.

Medical Conditions – If your child is unable to participate in PE due to illness or injury, they will require 

a note from you to give to their PE teacher. If they have a long-term medical condition that 

prevents them from participating in lessons your child’s Head of Year team will inform their PE 

teacher of this. Students with a short or long-term medical condition that prevents them from 

participating in lessons will still be expected to bring their PE kit to lessons. They will be given different 

roles within the lessons such as being a coach or an official where appropriate.  

 

Borrowing PE Kit – We have a supply of PE kit and footwear that can be borrowed if a child forgets 

to bring theirs. If a child forgets their kit and then refuses to borrow this will result in a lesson removal 

as well as a 20 minute after school detention that will be served the following day.
